Tuesday, September 7, 2021- 4:30 pm

The meeting was called to order by Elna Blankenship with a mention of the untimely death of
city employee, Teresa Morris. John then led in a short prayer. The minutes of the July 6, 2021
meeting were then read and a motion was made by Don Farmer, a second by Myra that they be
approved. Motion passed.
